In the Income Statement of the SNP for 2021, total amount of expenses is 372,377 euros.

In the summary report on revenues and expenses, the amount of total expenses is over 
40 thousand euros higher, i.e. 414,487 euros. Please note that within the scope of other 
expenses, the summary report also includes the depreciation expense, which is the 
same as stated in the Income Statement.

In the summary report, the 
amount of expenses is ten 
thousand higher, i.e. 543,494 
thousand euros. Please note 
that depreciation is also 
included in the summary 
report as part of other 
expenses.



The Income Statement for 2023 shows the total amount of expenses of 383,019 euros.

In the summary report, it was 
stated that the expenses for 
that year were 15 thousand 
euros higher, and amounted 
to 398,090 euros, and include 
the same depreciation 
expenses as shown in the 
Income Statement.



In 2024, the discrepancy is slightly smaller: total expenses reported in the Income 
Statement were 417,955 euros, while almost four thousand more, i.e. 421,758 euros, is 
reported in the summary report.

Therefore, 
it cannot be determined 
whether the depreciation 
expenses from 2024 are 
included in the summary report, 
i.e. what is the exact difference 
shown in that document 
compared to the SNP's Income 
Statement for 2024.
